Dear Friends, 
 We congratulate and pray for the eleven adults 
who are to receive the sacrament of Confirmation on the 
vigil of Pentecost. Many hundreds of adults are con-
firmed throughout our Diocese by their own pastors on 
Pentecost, a special privilege accorded to pastors on the 
annual celebration of the coming of the Holy Spirit. 
 Earlier on the same day over seventy youngsters 
will have made their First Holy Communion, an event of 
special note in all our lives. We pray for them and thank 
the parents and catechists who made this day possible. 
 The journey of Christian discipleship does not end 
with the reception of a single sacrament. It is to be lived 
in faith and service on a daily basis, and those who are 
called to leadership roles in the communi-
ty need special preparation. We are hap-
py to commned the achievement of five 
parishioners who will be commissioned as 
lay pastoral leaders at the annual com-
missioning ceremony of the Diocesan Pas-
toral Institute. They are: Reyna Cortes, 
Etelberto Garcia, Jose and Esther Hernan-
dez and Elva Pichardo. Each has complet-
ed a three-year program of weekly in-
struction and supervised practicum to 
reach this milestone. They have been a 
great help to me in developing our parish ministry in the 
areas of marriage enrichment, quinceanera preparation 
and bereavement ministry, all within the Spanish-
speaking community. They become part of a significant 
care of Pastoral Institute graduates from our parish, thirty 
in all who have now completed the program, and seven 
more currently enrolled. Other parishioners interested 
may speak to me about next year’s program which starts 
in September 2016. 
 Finally we note that we are making progress to-
ward our Annual Catholic Appeal goal this year as you can 
see posted in the bulletin every week. We thank you for 
your support for essential diocesan services and urge you 
to make a pledge if you have not already done so. God 
bless you all.
