As usu-

al, a general orientation for everyone will take place on Thurs-

day, Feb. 23, to distribute the materials and meet oneΩs group.  

Please consider enrolling on the next two Sundays. 

 We also invite you to place on your calendar our annual 

English retreat day for Lent, this year on Saturday, March 25, 

with guest preacher the Very Rev. Thomas G. Pettei, V.E., our 

episcopal vicar for Queens, the BishopΩs delegate to our parish. 

We are pleased to have Father Tom, an experienced pastor and 

preacher, to guide us through the day. Please mark your calen-

dar. 

 These Lenten activities offer us two essentials for Chris-

tian life: GodΩs Word and the SpiritΩs anointing in prayer, both 

scripture study and prayerful reflection. We need them both, 

flawed as we are in our humanity by the effects of original sin. To 

live and act rightly we must constantly be vigilant to allow GodΩs 

grace to penetrate the darkness of our intellect and the weak-

ness of our will. This is true in both our personal lives and in our 

societal situation. The Lord only reveals His truth to us in the 

quiet whispers within the heart, not in the tumult of the storm 

within us and around us. In these turbulent times, when there is 

so much worldly and political anger and stress, let us not lose the 

ChristΩs peace by neglecting to seek first and foremost His holy 

Word and the anointing of the Spirit in prayer, and only then to 

act accordingly.
