Dear Friends, 
 This coming Saturday, May 13, we celebrate the 

first Holy Communion of the youngsters in our religious 

education program όάCCDέύΦ It will be a memorable occa-

sion for them and their families, and another significant 

milestone in our pastoral year. Nothing we do is more 

important than helping people establish a close relation-

ship to the Lord who loves them. The Eucharist is how we 

best make that connection. Our challenge as adult believ-

ers is not just to retain the understanding of the Eucha-

rist of a ten-year old all our lives, but rather really to 

deepen and actualize how we integrate the Body of 

Christ into the lives we lead. For example, scripture re-

flection and then Scripture study are valuable to cultivate 

an ever-maturing love for Christ and His Church. Our 

Scripture study groups have helped almost 70 parishion-

ers in English and 150 in Spanish bring a greater aware-

ness of Scripture into their lives. The next step would be 

to learn more about the meaning and context of Scrip-

ture, beyond oneΩs personal reaction to it. That remains a 

project for the future. One place to start could be partici-

pation in the three-year Lay Leadership Training program 

of the Brooklyn Diocese which will be starting up in Asto-

ria in September. 

       Another connection to the Eucharist is living eucha-

ristically through service. We invite you to consider living 

your Eucharist thorough service in various ways in our 

parish. On weekdays we run what is probably the largest 

food pantry in northwest Queens. Your help would be 

welcome. We also need volunteers to help bring the Holy 

Communion to patients in the hospital on Sundays and 

Nursing Home regularly. And of course, catechists and 

catechetical aides are always in demand with our grow-

ing religious Ed program όάCCD). We are even open to 

your suggestions about volunteering in areas of need not 

yet covered here. 

       Finally prayer and devotion to the Eucharist lead us 

beyond abstract ideas or instrumental applications of 

Eucharist and to actualize affectively our love for Christ. 

Daily prayer and Mass, seasonal retreats, spiritual read-

ing and regular devotions are meant to be part of a 

CatholicΩs interior life. In particular we invite you to join 

us for our annual Corpus Christi procession with Benedic-

tions at the four altars around our block on Sunday, June 

18 after the 12:30 PM Mass.
