Queridos amigos, 
     Cada  católico  yo  sé  que  le  encanta  ver  a  un  joven  sacerdote  o 
seminario. Hemos sido bendecidos en los últimos años para tener varios 
con nosotros para un año pastoral o asignación de verano. Eran muy 
jóvenes  y  muy  apreciados  por  la  gente  de  aquí,  jóvenes  y  viejos. 
Sin  embargo,  no  hemos  hecho  tan  bien  en  sacar  vocaciones  al  
sacerdocio, vida religiosa y diaconado permanente de nuestra propia 
parroquia. Diácono Rubén y nuestro difunto Diacono Manuel son el final 
dos  diáconos  que  hemos  tenido  en  los  últimos  años,  y  el  último 
sacerdote  ordenado  de  nuestra  parroquia  como  obispo  Monseñor 
Chappetto en 1971. En cuanto a las religiosas, no estoy seguro de cuánto 
tiempo  atrás  tendríamos  para  buscar.  ¿Puede  ser  que  el  Señor  
realmente  no  llame  a  nadie  de  Astoria?  ¿O  podríamos  hacer  mejor 
trabajo como feligreses alentando vocaciones? 
       En enero de 2012, la Diócesis de Brooklyn implementó un programa 
de promoción vocacional: LLAMADO POR NOMBRE. Este programa invita 
a  hombres  y  mujeres  a  considerer  una  vocación  como  sacerdote, 
hermana, hermano o diácono. Este programa ha sido recomendado por 
los EE.UU. Comité Episcopal para las Vocaciones en su documento de un 
futuro lleno de esperanza: una Estrategia Nacional para las Vocaciones al 
Sacerdocio  y  a  la  Vida  Religiosa  para  arquidiócesis  y  diócesis  de  los 
Estados Unidos. El programa ha demostrado ser fructífero en el pasado, 
y lo estaremos implementando una vez más este mes al entrar en el Año 
de Vocaciones diocesano. El proceso LLAMADO POR NOMBRE se centra 
en el sacerdocio, el diaconado y la vida consagrada y destaca el papel de 
la comunidad cristiana en llamar a hombres y mujeres a considerar estas 
vocaciones. 
       A los feligreses de toda la diócesis se les anima a considerar quiénes 
en nuestro medio pueden estar abiertos a la idea del discernimiento y 
presentar sus nombres durante la liturgia del fin de semana. Hay muchos 
jóvenes que esperan ser interrogados. 
       ¿Cómo funciona la iniciativa LLAMADA POR NOMBRE? Los feligreses 
serán invitados a presentar nombres de posibles candidatos de nuestra 
parroquia. A mi aprobación, nominados candidatos serán invitados a los 
próximos eventos o programas de discernimiento diocesano, organizado 
por el Director Diocesano de Vocaciones Padre Sean Suckiel, que sirvió a 
su año pastoral en nuestra parroquia en 2009. 
       El próximo fin de semana (15 de octubre) distribuiremos las tarjetas 
de nominación y les pediremos que las devuelvan el domingo siguiente 
(22  de  octubre)  en  las  canastas  de  colección  o  los  renos  durante  la 
semana. Mientras tanto, sigan orando por un aumento de las 
vocaciones.  Tenemos  un  grupo  de  oración  a  las  9:00am  todos  los 
domingos  en  la  iglesia superior para el “Año de Vocaciones” que les 
invitamos a asistir. También podéis orar la "Oración por las Vocaciones" 
de nuestro propio obispo Di Marzio que compuso muy pronto después 
de llegar a nuestra diócesis: 
 

ORACION POR LAS VOCACIONES

FROM THE OGLE OFFICE 
Dear friends, 

     Every Catholic I know loves to see a young priest or seminarian. We 

have been blessed in recent years to have several with us for a pastoral 

year  or  summer  assignment.  They  were  fine  young  men  and  much 

appreciated by people here, young and old. However, we haven’t done 

so well  in  drawing  forth  vocations  to  the  priesthood,  religious  life  

and permanent diaconate from our own parish. Deacon Ruben and our 

late Deacon Manuel are the two fine deacons we have had in recent 

years, and the last priest ordained from our parish as Bishop Chappetto 

in 1971. As to religious women, I’m not sure how far back we’d have to 

search. Can it be the Lord really calls no one from Western Astoria? Or 

could we do a better job as parishioners encouraging vocations?  

     In January of 2012, the Diocese of Brooklyn implemented a vocation 

promotion program: 

CALLED BY NAME. This program invites men and women to consider a 

vocation as a priest, sister, brother, or deacon. This program has been 

recommended  by  the  U.S.  Bishops’  Committee  on  Vocations  in  their 

document “A Future Full of Hope: a National Strategy for Vocations to 

Priesthood and Religious Life for the Archdioceses and Dioceses of the 

United States”. The program has proven to be fruitful in the past, and 

we will  be  implementing  it  once  again  this  month  as  we  enter  into  

the diocesan Year of Vocations. The CALLED BY NAME process focuses 

on priesthood, diaconate, and consecrated life and stresses the role of 

the Christian community in calling forth men and women to consider 

these vocations. 

     Parishioners throughout the diocese are encouraged to consider who 

in our midst might be open to the idea of discernment and to submit 

their names during weekend liturgies. There are many young people 

who are simply waiting to be asked.  

     How does the CALLED BY NAME initiative work? Parishioners will be 

invited to submit names of potential candidates from our parish. Upon 

my  approval,  candidates  nominated  will  be  invited  to  upcoming 

diocesan  discernment  events  or  programs,  organized  by  diocesan 

Vocation Director Father Sean Suckiel, who served his pastoral year in 

our parish in 2009. 

     Next weekend (Oct. 15) we will distribute nomination cards and ask 

you  to  return  them  the  following  Sunday  (Oct. 22)  in  the  collection 

baskets or to the rectory during the week. Meanwhile please continue to 

pray for an increase in vocations. We have a 9:00am prayer group every 

Sunday in the upper church for the Year of Vocations which we invite 

you to attend. You may also pray our own Bishop Di Marzio’s “Prayer for 

Vocations” which he composed very soon after arriving in our diocese: 

 

Bishop DiMarzioΩs Prayer for Vocations 
Lord of the Harvest, we petition you as you have instructed us  

to ask for more laborers to serve in the vineyard of Your Church.  

You have told us that the harvest is rich and laborers are few  

and we experience this great need in the face of the challenge  

of the New Evangelization. 

We ask the Holy Spirit to inspire young men and women  

to seriously consider vocations to the priesthood and religious life.  

Help all of us to be effective instruments to encourage and support  

those whom you are calling to serve and lead the Church of  

Brooklyn and Queens in the future. 

Lord, you told the Apostles to put out into the deep.  

We ask for the grace and courage to accept your call  

as we pray and work for an increase in vocations  

to the priesthood, diaconate and religious life. 

We ask this in the Name of Jesus Christ, the Great High Priest, Amen.

Matthews Episcopal Church in Bedford NY.
