FROM THE OGLE OFFICE

Dear friends,

Our parish is bereaved at the death of our parish deacon,
Manuel Barahona, who died after a serious illness of several months.
Anyone who knew Manuel knew that his evident zeal for the Lord and
for the Church was the foundation for his human courtesy, kindness
and affability. He was a gentleman of the old school, a fine preacher
and a faithful and loving husband and father. He was our only Spanish-
speaking deacon when | first arrived in Mount Carmel and he could not
have been more helpful to me. He also served as Spiritual Director and
retreat leader every month for the diocesan Cursillo movements, and
thus was deeply beloved by Cursillistas everywhere in our Diocese.
Each year at the Easter Vigil it was he who would carry the newly-
lighted Paschal Candle to the sanctuary and intone “Lumen Chris-
ti” Light of Christ” ) Now he experiences that very light that he bore
and celebrated both in liturgy and in life. May he experience its fullness
in Paradise and may the good Lord console his dear wife Consuelo, his
family, and indeed all of our parish, especially our Spanish-speaking
community.

There are passages of many kinds in this earthly pilgrimage of
ours. Earlier this week | received word of the death in her nineties of
Rosalie Nicolosi, a member of the Rosary Society who moved to Ten-
nessee last year where her son Robert lives. Rosalie was active in re-
cent years here in Mount Carmel, but before that she was a founding
parishioner and long-time trustee of St Margaret Mary, including the
time when | was a newly-ordained priest there. Rosalie was a vibrant,
faithful and fun person. Her death marks another passing of one of the
founders of St Margret Mary within the last year, including Marion
Celio, Connie De Felippis, Vera DiRocco, Vinny Gurriero and Helen Sew-
ell. They were all part of a loyal group, mostly original Mount Carmel-
ites, who helped Father Louis Rausch in the daunting task in 1961 of
establishing a new parish here in Astoria. As you know, St Margaret
Mary was merged back into Mount Carmel in 2007 as part of the dioce-
san pastoral planning effort, and we continue our parish social services
and Sunday Spanish Mass there to this day. So the efforts of Father
Rausch and his co-workers continues. May Rosalie and all her compat-
riots rest in the Lord’s peace.

Our hope is in the Lord who died and rose from the dead and
whom we encounter in the Holy Word of God proclaimed in the Bible.
We are gratified that our Lenten Scripture sharing groups are well-
subscribed and off to a good start. This program is one of the fruits of
our Anniversary Year when we first created this activity. Let us pray the
groups bring great spiritual fruit for their members and for all our par-
ish. Even parishioners not participating in the small groups can enrich
their Lent with our Lenten retreat day: in English on Saturday, March
25 and in Spanish on Saturday. March 18. Please mark your calendars.

LENTEN REGULATIONS—H N M T
ABSTINENCE: The Church requires all the faithful who have
reached their 14th year of age to abstain totally from meat on all
Fridays during Lent.

FASTING: All the faithful between the ages of 18 and 59 inclu-
sive are also bound to observe the fasting regulation on Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday. This practice involves limiting oneself
to a single full meal and avoiding food between meals. Light suste-
nance may also be taken on two other occasions in the course of
the day,

The Church also requests that pastors and parents see to
it that young persons who are not bound to follow the above re-
quirements, are educated in a authentic sense of penance.

EASTER DUTY: After they have been initiated into the Most Holy
Eucharist, all the faithful are bound by the obligation of receiving
Communion at least once a year. The precept must be fulfilled
during the Easter season, unless for a good reason it is fulfilled at
another time during the year. Easter time begins at the Vigil on
Holy Saturday and concludes with the celebration of Pente-
cost. By special indult, for the Dioceses in the United States, this
period is extended to include the period from Ash Wednesday to
Trinity Sunday.

The following should also be noted:

By divine law, all the faithful are required to do pen-
ance. In view of this, the obligation to observe, as a whole or
“substantially” the penitential days specified by the Church, is a
serious one.

In addition, all other Fridays of the year remain as days of
penance in prayerful remembrance of the Passion of Jesus Christ.
While abstinence, in a true spirit of penance, is commended, the
Bishops of the United States have indicated that each individual
may substitute for that tradition some other practice of voluntary
self-denial or personal penance. This may involve acts of mortifica-
tion, temperance, prayer or charity.

STATIONS OF THE CROSS
During Lent, we will have Stations of the Cross every Friday
after the 12:00 pm Mass. English and Spanish at 7:00pm.
